1.  Opening, Establishment of a Quorum, Introduction of New Members 
 
Heather Colin called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  In the absence of a chair or vice 
chairperson, Ms. Colin would act as the facilitator of the meeting until the chair and vice-
chairperson are established.  Philip Morgan was excused due to an illness in the family. 
 
2.  Election of Offi cers 
 
It was discussed who was interested in chairing the Commission for the next calendar year.  The 
Commission agreed that one of the more senior members should chair. 
 
Jim Smith agreed to be the chairperson and Lou Robinson, the vice-chairperson.  There were no 
other nominations.  The vote for Jim Smith as chairperson and Lou Robinson as vice-chairperson 
was unanimous, with no opposition, 5-0. 
 
3.  Review of Minutes 
 
Heather Colin told the Commission that the minutes from the November meeting were not 
available at this time and would be presented at the next meeting.  The Commission discussed the 
necessity of reading aloud the minutes at the meeting and decided as a group that this is 
unnecessary.  The individual Commissioners can read the minutes prior to the meeting and the 
minutes are available for the public to read on the website or at Town Hall and copies can be 
purchased for a nominal fee.   
 
Dave Williford made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 19, 2006 meeting, Joe 
Pearson seconded.  The vote was 5-0, the motion passed and the minutes were approved. 
 
4.  Public Comment 
 
There were no public comments and therefore the public comments were closed. 
 
5.  Subdivision Review for property on Belmina and Crenshaw Streets 
 
Staff discussed the requests and the reasons for taking the subdivision to the Commission review, 
which is because the ordinance reads that ÔreasonableÕ road frontage be provided and does not 
state a specifi c measurement.  The Commission had reviewed this request at their last meeting, 
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but postponed their decision until all Commissioners had a chance to drive by the property.  Joe 
Pearson told the Commission that he walked the property with the owner and did not see an issue 
with the request.   
 
Joe Pearson made a motion to approve the request, Coke Jeffords seconded the motion.  The 
motion passed with a vote of 5-0. 
 
6.  Other Business 
 
Staff updated the Commission on the acceptance as information only of the future land use map 
by the Town Council and that Town Council will schedule a workshop with the Commission.   
 
Staff also asked that the Commissioners review the by-laws and note any changes that may need 
to be made.  Time limits on speakers at public hearings and sign-in sheets were discussed as well  
as other elements.  Staff will compile examples of other Planning Commissions as well as get 
everyone a current copy of the adopted rules of procedure. 
 
Jim Smith brought up some issues with Pendleton Station and the maximum number of bedrooms 
per unit.  Staff told the Commission that Terri Sloan is aware of the issue and has discussed it 
with the developer, who assured her that the website shows an error in the floor plans of the units. 
 
Jim Smith also asked that staff make sure that the developer of Ridge Springs maintains the 
buffer which is required and approved by the Commission.  Staff told him that Steve Pelissier, 
Terri Sloan and the developer have scheduled a meeting to go over the status of the project and 
they will discuss the buffer at that time. 
 
7.  Adjourn 
 
Joe Pearson made a motion to adjourn at 7:40 pm, Coke Jeffords seconded.  The motion passed 
with no opposition.
