MINUTES: 
 

Af ter due notice to the p ress, Mayor and  Counc il met in the Counc il 
Chambers of Town Ha ll.  Mayor and  a ll Counc il were p resent.  

 
1) Mat thew So mmers Ð Presentation of LEED: 

Matthew Sommers p resented  Mayor and  Town Counc il w ith a  
p resenta tion on LEED Ð Lea dership in Energy and  Environmenta l Design.  
Mr. Sommers sta ted  the p roposed  Pub lic  Sa fety Building  would be a  
g rea t p lac e to sta rt as a  LEED c ertified  build ing .  Mayor Burdette sta ted  
tha t this would be a  c onsidera tion a s the town moves forward  w ith this 
building .  
 

2) Pendleton Busi ness Association Representative:  
Edd ie Na il and  Lauren Mc Greary sta ted  tha t the reta il tra ffic  is down in 
Pend leton a nd  the Pend leton Area  Business Assoc iation feels they 
need  to inc rease tra ffic  as well a s inc rea se the number of visitors to the 
Square.  A Marketing  Plan is in the p roc ess and  one of the items tha t is 
d isc ussed  is having  add itiona l events on the Square.  They would like to 
request tha t Counc il c onsider adop ting  an Ord inanc e to a llow 
a lcoholic beverages a t selec ted  events on the Square.  Mr. Na il sta ted  
he knows surround ing  towns have moved in this d irec tion a nd  have not 
lost their family appea l.  He a sked  the Ma yor and  Counc il to partner 
w ith the business a nd  move ahead like a  number of the other larger 
towns in the a rea .  Mayor Burdette sta ted  the req uest w ill be taken into 
c onsidera tion in a  timely ma nner.  
 

3) Council Updates:  
Mayor Burdette gave the fo llowing  upda tes. 
 ~ Rec ognized  Boy Sc out Troop  94 tha t was in a ttendanc e to 
observe the Governmenta l p roc ess.  
 ~Tha nked  Denise Ja c kson for her work on the assessment of fire 
hydrants in Wa rd  3, sta ting  the information w ill be g iven to the 
Eng ineers for their inp ut.  
 ~Last week the one c ent sa les tax c ommission c ame to 
Pend leton to ta lk to residents and  government representa tives about 
what Pend leton would b e ab le to do w ith a  one c ent sa les tax if it was 
passed  by the p eop le of Anderson County.  The Town offered  severa l 



 

 

possib le p rojec ts it c ould  use fund ing  for.  One of the p rojec ts was the 
Pub lic Sa fety Building  as well as a  few more.  
 ~Reminder to Counc il tha t the AC MA Meeting  w ill be in Pelzer on 
Thursday the 14th.  
 ~Brian Morrison a t the Pend leton Libra ry has a  nice d isp lay on 
Blac k History Month a long  w ith a  list of materia l tha t is ava ilab le to be 
c hec ked  out honoring  the history of Af rican Am erica ns in our Country 
for the month of February. 
 ~Questions have b een asked  tha t sinc e the County is c ollec ting  
taxes for the town, how the town knows what is to be c ollec ted  a nd  
when it is c ollec ted .  The County ha s p rovided  the town with a  p rint out 
of wha t is to be c ollec ted  and  as c ollec tions c ome in the County w ill 
p rovided  the town with a  p rint out of the c ollec tions a s the town 
rec eives the money.  Also, instead  of having  two delinquent tax sa les, 
the County w ill hold one d elinq uent tax sa le for the town and  c ounty.

5) Approval of Minutes:  
Frank Crenshaw made a  motion to ac c ep t the minutes of the Ja nuary 
7, 2008, Exec utive Session & Regular Session Minutes.  Denise Jac kson 
sec onded.  Una nimous.  
 

6) Public Comments:  
Laszlo Solymosi sta ted  he wanted  to c onvey thanks to Mayor, Counc il 
and  Town Ad ministra tor on beha lf of Heritage Oaks Homeowners 
Assoc iation for working  and  requiring  the developer to c orrec t severa l 
issues in Heritage Oaks, inc lud ing  the road .  
 
Suzanne Harney sta ted  she d id  not rea lize tha t when it c ame to 
rec yc ling  she c an only rec yc le p lastic s 1 & 2 asking  the town to 
inc rea se taking  more types of p lastic .  Ma yor Burdette sta ted  tha t the 
County has the guidelines on this a nd  those a re the p iec es they 
ac c ep t.  Mayor Burdette sta ted  the town would be w illing  to ask 
Anderson County if they would c onsider a c c ep ting  other items.  Ms. 
Harney sta ted  in terms of the d evelopment in town she ha s heard  tha t 
the developers a re doing  what they want to.  Mayor Burdette sta ted  
their was an issue a t Fa lls a t Meehan b ut tha t has b een taken c are of.  
 
Tonnie Jackson, resident of Wa rd  3, thanked  Denise Jac kson for her 
work and  effort in p resenting  ea c h resident in Wa rd  3 w ith a  letter 
letting  them know what she ha s done reg ard ing  the fire hydrants.

Suzanne Harney sta ted  tha t there was an issue on the numb er of 
residents in a  development sta ting  she hopes the Counc il w ill stay tuff 
on sub jec ts tha t go aga inst town ord inanc es. She a lso sta ted  tha t she 
und erstood  the Police Department ha d  a  power point p ro jec tor where 
was it if the young man tonight c ould not get the one to work for his 
p resenta tion.  Mayor Burdette sta ted  the power point p ro jec tor is sitting  
in the Counc il Chambers but would not work w ith the p resenters 
c omputer.

11)Discussion of Zoning Amendment in reference to definition of 
family.  

Mayor Burdette sta rted  the d isc ussion of the Zoning  Am endment 
regard ing  the definition of family by g iving a  history of the 
development.  She sta ted  it is her thought tha t the town should sta nd  
by the Ord inanc e a nd  the numb ers for the benefit of the entire town. 
And  ask the p resent developer to rec onfigure the units to house a  
sma ll family, young  p rofessiona l, retiree or someone looking  for 
transition housing , hop ing  this c omplex would bec ome marketed  
toward  the genera l pub lic. 
Bruc e Ka lley asked  Chuc k Peterson w ith Ap ex Homes, if it was feasible 
to rec onfigure the existing  units?  Chuc k Peterson sta ted  tha t there 
were only 7 units of 61 tha t c ould possibly be rec onfigured  w ithout a  
huge c ost to the b ank.  He a lso sta ted  the struc tures tha t a re there 
now are p retty muc h set a t wha t they a re going  to be.  
Denise Jac kson a sked  if Counc il d id  not c hange the number of 
unrela ted  p eop le living  together would Apex Homes c omplete the 
units.  Chuc k Peterson sta ted  yes, they were a lready approved .  The 
issue is the use of the units. 
Frank Crenshaw sta ted  he thought the last d isc ussion on this issue, 
Bruc e Ka lley ha d  made a  motion to have the town a ttorney d rawn up  
an Ord inanc e for situa tions like this and  a ny other sp ec ial 
c irc umsta nc e tha t may c ome b efore Counc il.  Frank Crenshaw asked  
why wasnÕt tha t done?  The Ad ministra tor sta ted  tha t what the 
a ttorney p roposed  was a  spec ia l exemption through the Board  of 
Zoning  Ap pea ls.  She sta ted  tha t if the Board  of Zoning  Ap pea ls c ould  
not make a  dec ision on a  varianc e request then the Board  of Zoning  
Ap pea ls c ould send  the varianc e request to Counc il for a  dec ision.  
Frank Crenshaw asked  if tha t information was in writing  from the 
a ttorney? He sta ted  he would like to ta lk w ith the a ttorney for more 
information on this issue b ec a use it a llows them to dea l w ith sp ec ial 
c irc umsta nc es.  Another meeting  w ill be sc heduled  w ith the town 
a ttorney and  Counc il to d isc uss this issue.
